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KISKI VALLEY BASEBALL & SOFTBALL ASSOCIATION / KVBSA:
Kiski Valley Baseball and Softball Association is made up of the traditional areas of Allegheny Township, Vandergrift, and Washington Township. In 2009 KVBSA completed the merger of these traditional areas from the recommendation of committees formed from each of the local leagues. In 2011 KVBSA offered a menu of programs that that included PONY Baseball in two different leagues, our own in-house T-Ball and CPB program, ASA Softball, and Tournament Teams in Baseball and Softball of all ages. We had a very successful season in 2011 from little fields to big fields, in our own in-house league, in the Allegheny River League, the North Hills Federation League, ASA Softball, and with our tournament teams. We had over 90 registrations in our T-Ball program, held our first CPB in-house tournament, our 11 and 12 Year Old Bronco teams won both the A and B Divisions in the Allegheny River League, our Colt Federation team won the North Hills Federation League Title, and we won numerous tournament titles from all levels of the KVBSA tournament teams.    
We worked diligently last year to improve our processes and procedures, and realize that every year is a work in progress. We made several improvements to our registration process, fields, clinics, concession stands, and tournament offerings. Our second annual cash bash was a huge success and is a very important part of our funding. We will continue to make improvements this year focusing on fields, concession venues, and our web-site. We have already scheduled to re-do the infield at Kunkle 1 as soon as the weather breaks. We have a full slate of player clinics for ages 4 through 14 already scheduled for March, we have added more coaching clinics this year in January, and we will conduct our third annual Cash Bash Fundraiser on Saturday, March 17. 
This year we will continue to provide expanded opportunities for the youth in our respective communities by offering programs in ASA Softball, PONY League Baseball (Allegheny River League / North Hills Federation League / In-House T-Ball and CPB), and KVBSA Sponsored Tournament Teams. The program will provide PONY baseball programs for ages 4 through 19 and ASA Softball programs for ages 7 through 18. Our T-Ball and Coach Pitch Programs moved to the PONY organization in 2011, and stay playing local in their traditional schedule. Our 9-10 Mustang, 9-12 Bronco, 13-14 PONY, and 15-16 Colt programs will participate in the local Allegheny River League as in 2011. Also as in 2010 and 2011, we will again offer tryouts for 13, 14, and 15-16 year old teams in the North Hills Federation League. The North Hills Federation League is considered to be a higher level of competition, consisting of teams put together by other organizations from Pittsburgh to Cranberry. Federation teams carry an additional cost and obviously there is considerably more travel. These teams will be selected by managers through ability, playing history, as well as a tryout process. If you have an interest in the Federation League please contact a board member for more information. We will also look to add a 17-19 Palomino team in 2012. Our all-star tournament teams had a very successful year in 2011 and we will again hold all-star travel team tryouts for players that are needed this year for Baseball and Softball tournament teams. These all-star travel teams will participate in area tournaments that do not interfere with regularly scheduled ARL games. All of these programs will ensure more games, a longer season, a graduated advancement in field sizes for all levels of baseball, will provide more teams to play in softball, and will allow more flexibility for the organization to continue to adapt to the needs of our local area to further the success of our youth.
We have a lot of work ahead in 2012 and will continue to need volunteers for committees, field work, concessions, and many other projects. We need help from everyone, but we are especially looking for parents with younger children to help this program continue to succeed. Please consider donating time to the organization that strives to support and provide opportunities for our local youth. BASEBALL & SOFTBALL INSTRUCTIONAL CLINICS: 
There will be free baseball and softball instructional clinics available for all children ages 4 through 16 registering to play KVBSA baseball and softball. Depending on your child’s age the clinics will take place at Allegheny Elementary, Mamont Elementary, Vandergrift Elementary, and Kiski Area High School. Please follow the specific gym assignment and alphabet order as these arrangements were made to keep the instruction fair for all. Please see the attached schedule for locations, dates, and times. No child can participate in the clinic sessions until they have registered. 
We will also offer clinics for coaches this year in January at Kiski Area High School. These clinics will concentrate on practice organization and direction. Anyone who wishes to be considered for a manager or coaching position should plan to attend at least one of these clinics.

TEAM ASSIGNMENTS / MANAGERS / & DRAFT:

T-BALL & COACH PITCH LEVEL TEAM ASSIGNMENTS:
Parents will be notified of their children’s respective teams by the team’s manager prior to practices beginning in late March or early April.
SELECTION of PLAYERS @ 9-10 / 11-12 / 13-14  / 15-16 / 17-19 LEVEL:
The 2012 draft plan will be the same as we have implemented in the last two years for all in-house teams. The plan is as follows;
All players playing at the 9-10, 11-12 or 13 & above levels in Baseball and Softball will attend a tryout. Teams will be formed based on performance and ability shown there, not by where they live. We will field as many teams as needed. There will be separate tryout dates for the Allegheny River and North Hills Federation Leagues.  
Managers will draw numbers to determine the draft order for round one. Round two will be reverse order. Round 3 will follow same order as round one, round four same as round two, and so on. (Example - In a four team league, the manager who draws number one makes the following player selection: 1st choice,8th,9th,16th,17th,etc; The manager who draws number two makes the 2nd choice,7th,10th,18th,etc; The manger who draws number three makes 3rd choice,6th,11th,14th,etc; The manager who draws number four makes 4th,5th,12th,13th,etc., until selections are completed).

SELECTION of MANAGERS: 
Any person wanting to be a regular season manager will be required to fill out a manager application to be presented to the KVBSA Voting Board. We will have a coach’s clinic in January for baseball coaches. Those participants that attend the coaching clinic and assist with clinics will receive preferential standing in manager and coach selection. 

The number of managers at the 9-10-11-12 & 13 & up levels will be determined by the KVBSA Voting Board based on number of eligible 9-12 year old players upon completion of Tryout and Skill Assessments.

KVBSA Softball and Baseball VP’s will nominate managers based on the submitted applications, clinic attendance, and manager experience. The KVBSA Executive Board will then vote for managers based on a 2/3 quorum.

Managers - If a manager has a son eligible to be drafted, that manager needs to state whether or not they want to draft their own child. If a manager intends to draft his/her child, the manager needs to exercise that option at or before the close of the specific draft round, depending on the league age of the child. (9-10 year olds by round 5, 11 year olds by round 4 and 12 year olds by round 3)
Siblings in the Draft - When there are 2 or more siblings in the draft, and the first brother or sister is drafted, that manager automatically has the option to draft the other brother or sister on the next turn. If the manager does not exercise the option, the second sibling is then available to be drafted by any manager. 

Special Requests - Parents with multiple children being drafted need to state whether or not siblings need to be on the same team and present such request to the KVBSA Voting Board. Parents that have special requests (cousins/neighbors/transportation) need to have the request in writing and present such requests to the KVBSA Voting Board prior to the draft. Although the board will take these into consideration, the board cannot guarantee that special requests will be granted. 
Other Information – The Mustang level will consist of 7-10 year olds eligible through the tryout process. 7-8 year olds not drafted to Mustang will play coach pitch.

Bronco will consist of 9-12 year olds eligible through the tryout process. All 11 & 12 year olds will play Bronco, with the only exception being made for safety considerations.

BASEBALL & SOFTBALL 2011 VOLUNTEER POSITIONS:
NOTE: All Volunteers that will have continual inter-action with the children of KVBSA, will be required to fill out a league volunteer application. All volunteers will also be required to provide clearance approval on a criminal back ground check.

The ultimate success of any nonprofit youth sports organization depends not only upon development of programs for the underlying sport, but is directly proportional to the level of involvement with volunteers, particularly parents of the youth participants. Simply put, without parental involvement, the work falls on the shoulders of a few with the end result being a less efficient organization and a less than satisfactory experience for our youth.

We have been fortunate to have very dedicated volunteers. However, with some more help and input much more can be accomplished. There are other ways to help aside from managing, coaching, or serving as a league official. We have many areas of responsibility required for our league to operate efficiently. Each area is headed by a volunteer board member who could use your help.

For example: This year we will utilize over 10 different fields at several locations. Each year, we need to dress those fields with new mix, mend fences, fix holes, fix bleachers and benches, etc. One person cannot maintain this by themselves. Ben Thompson (Field Maintenance Director) welcomes any help prior to or during the season.
Opening Day is a much anticipated event that essentially is the only time during the playing season that all the teams and their families are together. Help is needed to pull off such an event both in planning and staffing from concession stand time to baked goods. Ideas for program content are encouraged. Anyone wanting to help during our Opening Day festivities should contact any board member listed below.

KISKI VALLEY BASEBALL & SOFTBALL 2012 CONCESSION POLICIES:
The league’s auxiliary officer oversees the concession function. Parents will be required to work one night per child in the concession stand unless they choose the buy-out option*. Each parent will be invited to a sign up night where they will be able to select the nights they wish to work concession on a first come basis. The following policies have been adopted by the Board for the 2012 season.

Guidelines - A parent of each child (at all levels of play) will choose or be assigned 
A Game Per Registered Child to work the concession stand. If you are unable to work the assigned game you choose or are assigned, it is your responsibility to coordinate with the team parent to switch with another parent. 
Prior to the beginning of the season, your team parent will hold an informational meeting to review the policies & procedures for the concession stands.   

*OPT OUT FEE: In lieu of working your assigned game(s), you may elect to pay a 
$ 25 fee (per child). The purpose of the fee is so that funds can be generated to pay outside help due to your non-participation.  

If you elect to OPT OUT, the fee is payable at registration. However, if you need time to decide on the OPT OUT remit this page, along with your $ 25 check (per child) payable to KVBSA and send to the treasurer** no later than February 15, 2012. If you do not remit this form and a check for the OPT OUT then you will need to attend the sign up day or you will be assigned a day.
